Reading of the Minutes

Total income for the year was $48,892.66 with total expenses of $51,213.71 producing a net income of $-2,321.05. The ending balance for the CD is $20,624.11 and the balance in the checking account is $9038.81.  A motion to accept the report was offered by Heidi Henningson and seconded Gary Kavan. The motion carried unanimously.


Audit committee Report

Dave Harter and Barb Farrell had been appointed by the Board of Trustees to audit the financial records as required by the constitution. Dave and Barb used the audit checklist developed by the Board in 2007 to review the accounts, ledgers, membership; lists and receipts for 2010. They found ledgers and statements to be in agreement and all actual disbursements matched receipted expenditures. They concluded, therefore, that the club treasury was in order.  A motion to accept the report was offered by Brad Lewis  and seconded Jason Roessner. The motion carried unanimously.
